Many readers will see only the abstract, so include your major findings in a useful and concise manner. Include a problem statement, objectives, brief methods, quantitative results, and the significance of your findings. The abstract should be no more than 250 words long.
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Introduction

Enter text in a "Normal" style. Hit ENTER for a new paragraph. There will be an automatic indent; you do not need to tab or space over.

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Use plain text or Equation Editor for equations. Please set your equation sizes so full-size text is 8 point. Use italics or bold as you wish. There are tabs set for the center and the right margin, if you wish to use them.

Main Sections after the Introduction Start with Heading 1

Plain paragraphs are in "Normal" style. You may use italics, bold, underlines, superscripts and subscripts, and other special characters as you like. It's best to choose symbols from the Symbol, Times, or Times New Roman fonts; avoid unusual symbols when you can.
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Figure 1. Put a figure in a "Figure" style, followed by this "Figure Caption." 
Please have figures sized appropriately, i.e., not too large. Your paper will be printed at this size. 

Subsections Start with Heading 2

Use a "List Start" paragraph before a list. This looks like a normal paragraph, but is used in the software to make a list come next.

· Uniformity. Our goal is to assemble a professional-looking conference proceedings book. The template helps provide a uniform appearance for all papers by controlling formatting details such as margins, font selection, indenting, and spacing. 

· Pagination. Please do not add page numbers as the collection of conference papers will be paginated together.

· Proofreading. Be sure to have someone proofread your paper. It will not be proofread by ASABE staff. 

· Posters. This template is NOT for your poster presentation. Text for a poster presentation should be larger and positioned for a good appearance from a distance of 2 m.

· Citations. Cite each of your references in the text, either parenthetically (Author et al., 1998) or as part of a sentence, e.g., Bookauthor (1993) stated that…. Please do not use hyperlinks.

· Units. In general, use SI units. Inch-pound units may also be used to meet the needs of your target audience. Refer to your Proceedings Chairperson for details for your specific publication. See also ASAE Standard EP285, which is included in the conference information packet.

· Safety. You are urged to discuss the effects of your research, concept, design, technique, material, etc., on personal safety, if applicable. In what ways did you consider safety in your project? How will your work improve safety? What precautions do you plan or recommend to eliminate the adverse effects?

Start a new list with a new "List Start" style.

Table 1. Table captions use the "Table Caption" style. The cells contain "Table Contents.”

	Be sure your tables fit within the page margins. The maximum table size is 29 ( 45 picas (~12.3 cm ( 19 cm). You may reduce font size as needed.
